All the way
from Calgary, but Kelowna trained, George
Quade, had impressive starts and more
importantly 7 out of 11 first place finished to
win fleet and also to take the title of Blossom
Tine Regatta 2009 overall winner. Congratu-
lations to George and his excellent crew.
Second place in this fleet went to Pentameter
and Henry Harlos. Henry followed up his
great weekend by celebrating his 70th
birthday on Tuesday. Kelp Catcher kept her
keel clean and Paul Lamard and crew from
Calgary took third place.

Many people were involved in organizing
and running this regatta, so a long list would
be inappropriate here. They all know who
they are and my thanks go out to them. Two
quiet and very hard workers who put in long
hours deserve to be mentioned; Chris
Anderson from the business office will solve
any problem and Dr. Barbara Coughlin our
statistician who entered and collated the
results.
